Bill Zaima

David Rodes, Ph.D. has taught
Shakespeare and 16-18th Century
Theater in UCLA's Department of
English since 1966 and has been a
consultant for various stage film
and television projects on classical
theater.

Since 1989 he has been the Director
of UCLA's prestigious collection of
fine art prints, drawings, and
photographs at the Grunwald
Center for the Graphic Arts, located
at the UCLA Armand Hammer
Museum.

In addition to his work in the

Allan J. Tobin, Ph.D. is the Director
of the UCLA Brain Research
Institute. He holds the Eleanor
Leslie Chair in Neuroscience and is
both Professor of Neurology (in
UCLA School of Medicine) and
Professor of Physiological Science
(in the UCLA College of Letters and
Science). He is also the Scientific
Director of Hereditary Disease
Foundation and Chair of the
Strategic Planning Panel on
Neurodegenerative Diseases for the
National Institute of Neurological
Disorders and Stroke.

The hallmark of Allan Tobin’s work
has been his ability to encourage
researchers and students from
different backgrounds to interact
in unexpectedly creative ways.
These interactions have led to
unusual multidisciplinary collabo-
rations on Huntington’s disease,
Parkinson’s disease, epilepsy, and
juvenile diabetes. As an educator,
researcher, and prize-winning
textbook author, he has consistently
promoted the integration of
molecular genetics, cell biology,
neuroscience, and most recently
engineering.
